IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR DRINKING WATER
Monitoring Violation: Quarter 1 Manganese Sampling Deadline Missed
As part of routine water quality monitoring, the Dutchess County Water and Wastewater Authority (DCWWA) conducts quarterly testing for manganese, a mineral that is commonly found in groundwater supplies. During the first quarter of 2020, this test was not conducted.

What should I do?
· You do not need to boil your water or take any corrective actions. However, if you have any specific health concerns, contact your doctor.
· You do not need to use an alternate (e.g. bottled) water supply.
· The most common concern associated with high levels of manganese in drinking water is black staining of fixtures or clothes. In rare cases, extremely high manganese exposure has been associated with nervous system damage in children. What does this mean?
This is not an emergency. If it had been, you would have been notified immediately. Manganese is not generally harmful. One of four samples was missed for the year, but daily monitoring at the water plant suggests that the levels of this mineral were normal throughout the quarter.

What was done?
An additional entry point manganese sample was collected in the second quarter and we have confirmed that the results are below the maximum contaminant level (MCL). Quarterly samples will be collected as usual for the rest of the year and analyzed as usual. In the event of an MCL violation, you will be notified immediately.
